School Attendance 
Please see below the following Government guidance issued this week: 
Summer term attendance expectations for schools 
School attendance continues to be mandatory for all pupils and the usual rules on school attendance apply. 
This includes parents’ duty to ensure their child regularly attends school, and schools’ and local authorities’ 
ability to issue sanctions, including fixed penalty notices, for poor attendance. 
As restrictions begin to lift, we know some families may be looking to take holidays during term time. As 
usual, parents should plan their holidays around school breaks and avoid seeking permission to take their 
children out of school on holiday. 
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Updated Guidance from Suffolk County Council 
We have been asked to share the following with Parents and Carers: 
‘If there is a positive case within a household, and siblings are identified as close contacts, please could 
parents and carers notify any other educational settings that the siblings attend.  This allows those settings 
to be alerted to the potential of infection within their own setting.’
